Honduras Medical Mission, March 21-29, 2008:
Sharing Good News & Good Health, Luke 9:2

Our Medical Missions always seem to start in the middle of the night as this one did! Our team
this time consisted of 11 from the USA and two Honduran doctors who worked with us all week
at the clinics. The team was from various medical and no medical background, churches and
states, and many were having this adventure for the very first time. Only Bob and I knew
everyone. We usually have one suitcase each with not only our personal effects also usually
candies and things for people there and then our other piece of luggage is a trunk for medicine
and supplies.

Dewayne Chase, George and Glenda Beckham, Lucio and other members of their staff were
waiting outside with the vans. We on the other hand were praying blindness would strike the
custom officials who were diligently examining our trunks for any expired anything as we went
through customs. We were so glad to get that safely behind us with everything intact. Several
on this team have been with us in Chuleteca but this trip was focused on providing medical
care to three established feeding kitchens on the outskirts of the capital city, Tegucigalpa.

We drove to the hotel (enjoying the always exciting ride with Honduran drivers), lunch at Burger
King (yes, Burger King) and checked in our rooms. Saturday morning after a lovely breakfast
served at the hotel (scrambled eggs, bacon, pancakes, toast, refried beans, plantain and many
fruits) we got down to the business of sorting, bagging, labeling and dividing up the medicines
for the four days we would hold clinic. During this time Bob and the fellows went to scout out
the sites to see how to turn the feeding clinics into clinics. We had such efficient workers and
go-getters that by the time they got back in several hours, it was ready for action. Two trunks
were packed and ready for each day, full of medicines and other baggage for the set ups of
triage and pharmacy and exam stations.

Thank you so very much to all those who prayed, sent money and diligently collected antibiotic
ointments and fungal creams in addition to vitamins, Tylenol and baggies. This is the first time
we did not run out of antibiotic ointment. Then we went into the capital city to meet Dr.
Antonio and have supper (at Pizza Hut, yes, Pizza Hut) with him and his daughter who worked
with us all week.

Sunday we had the privilege of worshiping at a 9:30 am and a 3:00 pm church service held in
two of the feeding kitchens, so we were able to meet some of the people and see the sites. In
between we went to a wonderful Chinese restaurant for a delicious dinner. (Yes, this is a
medical mission and not a vacation; I promise we will work eventually!) At both services we all
told some about ourselves, gave testimonies and sang several hymns as Joyce, a team member,
played the autoharp. Several of the ladies went out at one service to share the gospel message
with the children with visual aides and to give out salvation bracelets.

7:30 am Monday morning saw us loaded in the vans and headed for the first clinic at Vickers’
Landing (named after the people who spearheaded and raised money to build it). It was the
smallest site, the most far out and the most primitive. It worked well to get our “groove” going
as each team member settled into their role (many learning new skills and new words!) We saw
194 babies, children, moms and dads and no one was turned away! Day 2 was at Hatch Corner
where we saw 338 and everyone was seen. We typically give everyone vitamins (we had 28,000
children’s chewable, 35,000 adult and 200 infant), worm medicine, age-appropriate, and then
assess for upper respiratory and skin problems and various other
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things. Wednesday and Thursday we held clinic
at the biggest soup kitchen (Quebrachitios) in
the biggest community and saw 356 on $%
Wednesday and 357 on Thursday. Thursday
after lunch four team members plus a driver &
took some bags of medicines and supplies to a .
drug rehab place to give the same services. -

What they saw there was devastating and many

needs. This added another 60. We also invited ) . )*+
the hotel staff to assess our little health clinic.
This came to a very grand total of 1,305.

Amazing for such a small team. Friday was
sightseeing, a treat for everyone working so
hard, and Saturday we were back at the airport.

Although we have no numbers to give you on who was saved, we gave out 1,000 tracts in the
bags of medicines and were able to give the gospel message several times as the soup
kitchens were serving lunch. Also 600 salvation bracelets were given out. I know God will not
let His word return void! An additional project for next time is to bring solar powdered
radios (cost only about $20.00 each). George will give these out to a family and they are set to
only Christian radio stations. After accepting this gift you offer another gift far better - the
gift of salvation - and with permission give the gospel message. He says it is extremely
effective and even a whole church started from one radio placed in a home. We hope to have
a big enough team next time and a preacher with us to carry out the evangelism work. It
doesn’t do any good to put a Band-Aid on and not tell them about how to get to Heaven.

Does all this get you excited! Are you just dying to go? We are planning our next medical
mission trip to this same area, although the sites may differ some (we were told of several
other areas nearby where churches or soup kitchens were in communities that had also never
had a medical team come). We have set the date for May 15-23, 2009 - before the summer
fares go up and rainy season starts. Usually each member pays for their plane fare and room
and board (approximate cost $1,400). The same organization “Loving the Least of These” will
take care of us arranging the hotel, meals, transportation, drivers and translators. If we can
get our plane fare money to them upfront that can also go through them for a tax deductible
receipt. The other expenses are for everyone on the team to help raise money to buy all the
medicines/supplies that will be needed and hopefully their home church can sponsor them
and help collect items. If you are interested in going (and don’t mind long days and odd

It was a wonderful and mighty experience. Thank you all again who gave donations to help
buy medicine and feed the children.
