ACTEENS SCHOLARSHIPS 
 

MissionsQuest is the individual 
achievement plan designed especially 
for Acteens who are in the seventh 
through the twelfth grade. 
 
 
The Quests include: 
7th grade Quest for Confidence 
8th grade Quest for Courage 
9th grade Quest for Ceativity 
10th grade Quest for Character 
11th grade Quest for Excellence 
12th grade Quest for Vision 
 
 
By successfully completing the indi-
vidual Quests designed for each 
grade, Acteens are eligible for schol-
arships at many Southern Baptist col-
leges and universities. 
 
 
A student can only receive one 
church-related scholarship at Camp-
bell University and Wingate Univer-
sity. 
 
 
The scholarships are awarded over a 
four-year period at Campbell, 
Chowan, Gardner-Webb, Mars Hill, 
Meredith and Wingate starting with 
the freshman year.

WITH THE APPLICATION: 

 
FOUR LETTERS OF ENDORSEMENT: 

 
1. A letter from your pastor. 
 
2. A letter from your Acteens        
Advisor—the leader who has 
evaluated and approved your 
work. She also needs to give input 
about participation in the total 
program of Acteens. 

 
3. A letter from your WMU Director. 
 
4. A letter from a person of your 
choice. 

 
NOTE:  At least two of the letters 
must verify your satisfactory       
completion of the MissionsQuest   
levels of achievement indicated on 
the application.

MissionsQuest Scholarship 

Application Procedures 

 

1. Apply for admission to college. 

 

2. By the first day of April (exception: 

March 1 for Campbell), complete the 

Acteens MissionsQuest Scholarship        

Application. 

  

Send the application,  

four letters of endorsement and  

MissionsQuest notebook(s).

Applications must be postmarked on or     

before April 1 (March 1 for Campbell). 

 

3. Acteens Consultant will review the      

applications, letters and notebooks.    

Recommendations will then be made to 

the colleges on the basis of which levels 

have been satisfactorily  completed. 

 

4. Applicants will be notified by the college 

(not Woman’s Missionary Union),      

regarding the scholarship awards. 

 

5. Only high school seniors may apply. 
 
 

 
6. An Acteen may apply for a scholarship 

based on the MissionsQuest level or    

levels of achievement that she has     

completed as of April (March 1 for 

Campbell).  An  Acteen cannot apply for 

a  level  on which she is still working as   

of April 1 (March 1 for Campbell). 

 

7. Continuance of the scholarship           

provisions for subsequent years shall be 

based upon the academic record of the 

student and the   policy of the college. 

 

8. Woman’s Missionary Union of North 

Carolina provides and processes          

applications of North Carolina Acteens. 

Campbell University and Gardner-Webb 

will consider at least one out-of-state    

Acteen applying for a scholarship.
